operate could be suspended. The protocol listed below must be followed:
a) Two vendors may attend per consignment i.e no extra family members or onlookers (only one vendor per
consignment to represent stock in the sale ring)
b) Prior to sale, vendors may stand by their pen(s) but must respect social distancing
c) Vendors to follow their stock to the ring and represent their animals in the usual manner (only one vendor
to access the sale ring)
d) Following the sale of their stock, vendors to leave the sale ring (not to remain to watch other stock being
sold or liaise with buyers i.e handing out luck)
e) Luck money etc to be distributed by the auction staff. Please give instructions.
f) Vendors at all times to maintain 2 metre social distancing

Any vendors selling cattle from a 1 or 2 year TB
holding, must have a copy of their TB test to be checked at the office (test must have been
completed within 60 days of the sale date).
All purchasers have two working days from time of sale to satisfy themselves that all
documentation received is correct and any discrepancies must be notified to the auctioneers
within that time limit.
CONDITIONS OF SALE: All Stock are sold under the National Conditions of Sale as
recommended by the Livestock Auctioneers Association, as displayed in the Auction Mart
Office.
